ence, was held in New Orleans, USA, from 8 to l0 March.
chaired by Dr. P. Ehlers (Germany).

The meeting was attended by 39 delegates of 18 Member
States, including China and Japan, members of the EAHC.

At the first half of the meeting, presented the reports on the
progress of digitization of nautical charts and production of
ENC by each country, and carried out following discussion:

Hydrographic Commission (EAHC).

JHD has planed to hold the seminar in three years series; one
each in 7994,95 and 96. The first seminar was held in Decem-
ber last year, and this seminar is scheduled as the second of
the series.

The United Kingdom has a policy to proceed the development
of ENC, and also to proceed the production of Raster Charts
precede ENC.

The Government of Malaysia is now proceeding with estab-
l i shment  o f  the  Nat iona l  Oceanograph ic  Data  Center
(NODC) in cooperation with the Hydrographic Directorate
of the Royal Malaysian Navy and the University of Technol-
ogy Malaysia. Oceanographic data are now being collected
and retained by various government departments and agen-
cies within their respective facilities in their own form. In
order to increase their utilization of these data for the safety
of navigation in the Malacca-Singapore Strait, development
of ports and harbours as well as for further promoting re-
searches and studies in oceanography, the Government of
Malaysia made a request to Japan for dispatch an expert in

oceanographic data management under the Japan Interna-
tional Cooperation Agency (JICA) scheme to support for the
establishment of NODC, assist in the collection, processing,
management of oceanographic data and these data base in
conformity with the International Standards.

In response to the request, Mr. Yuko Yano, former Head, In-
ternational Cooperation Offi ce, Hydrographic Department of
Japan was nominated and will be dispatched to the University
of Technology Malaysia, in November 1995 as a JICA expert
in Oceanographic Data Management.
